 There's a little bit of everything on tap this 
weekend as the black college football season 
kicks into high gear with a full 31-game sched-
ule.
 While the majority of teams will play 
games out of the black college circle this week-
end, there are some major inter-conference 
battles and some key intra-conference battles 
that will take center stage.

Enter the Inters  
 Topping the list of games between black 
college conferences is Sunday's aptly named 
MEAC/SWAC Challenge in Orlando's Citrus 
Bowl where the defending champions from 
both conferences – South Carolina State 
of the MEAC and Grambling State of the 
SWAC – square off in a game for bragging 
rights, national prestige and early season rank-
ings.    The 2 p.m. game 
will be carried live on ESPN2.
 Not only are Grambling (25th) and South 
Carolina State (16th) the only black college 
teams ranked in the Sports Network's Football 
Championship Subdivision (FCS) Top 25, but 
the teams are 1-2 (with GSU ahead of SCSU) 
in both the Heritage Sports Radio Network 
Div. I and Sheridan Broadcasting Network 
black college polls. 
 Both teams are tied for second behind 
Florida A&M in the BCSP ranking.
 With a 3-1 series lead, the MEAC has the 
cachet headed into the match-up of defending 
champions  – the first in the five-year history 
of the series. 
 In last year's contest, the first in Orlando 
after three years in Birmingham, the MEAC's 
Hampton downed the SWAC's Jackson State, 
17-13. The only SWAC win in the series was 
Southern's 33-27 win over Florida A&M in 
2007.
 So the onus may be more on Rod 
Broadway's Grambling team to uphold the 
SWAC and Grambling name in Sunday's show-
down.
 The G-Men, who were a perfect 7-0 in the 
SWAC last season, return quarterback Greg 
Dillon, who led the SWAC in passing effi-
ciency while throwing for nearly 1,400 yards 
including 18 TDs and just 8 interceptions. 
Dillon also rushed for 667 yards and 4  touch-
downs. The running back tandem of Cornelius 
Walker and Frank Warren, who accounted 
for over 1,200 rushing yards and 8 TDs, also 
returns. The G-Men are led on defense by the 
SWAC's preseason Defensive Player of the 
Year, defensive end Christian Anthony, who 
had 8 sacks and 17 tackles for losses last year.
 Buddy Pough's South Carolina State 
squad, who ran the table (8-0) in the MEAC 
a year ago, counters with last year's league 
offensive player of year in Bulldog senior run-
ning back Will Ford, who ran for 1,499 yards 
and 13 TDs. Ford needs less than 1,000 yards 
to become the league's all-time leading rusher. 
Junior QB Malcolm Long also returns after 
leading the Bulldogs to their first MEAC title 
since 1994. Long threw for 1,985 yards with 14

– Shaw 54, Elizabeth City State 30
 Shaw DB Quintez Smith picked off three passes and returned 
each for TDs (90, 70 and 34 yards), and the Bears (1-0, 0-0 CIAA W) 
brought back four interceptions for TDs, three in the fourth quarter 
to break from a 24-24 third-quarter tie and outscore Elizabeth City 
State 30-6 over the final 15 minutes in a 2008 CIAA Title Game 
rematch in Raleigh. ECSU (0-1, 0-0 CIAA E) amassed 488 yards of 
total offense against the vaunted Bears' defense but the four intercep-
tions by QB Creven Powell (17-of-34, 246 yds.) doomed them. In 
a game of big plays, ECSU opened the scoring on Reggie Smith's 
68-yard punt return before Smith scored the first of his three TDs on 
a 90-yard interception return. ECSU would get scoring runs of 6 and 
47 yards from East Carolina transfer Daronte McNeill, who totalled 
146 rushing yards on 24 carries. Shaw RB Raymond Williams (16 
carries, 57 yards) scored on an 88-yard second-quarter kickoff return. 
Shaw starting QB Travis Robinson was just 1-for-12 for 9 yards with 
two interceptions before being spelled by former Grambling QB 
Brandon Landers, who threw for 161 yards (5-of 11) and 1 TD, a 
53-yarder to Julius Gregory.

– Clark Atlanta 30, Fort Valley State 24, 2 OTs
 Clark Atlanta all-conference RB Winston Thompson ran 
for 172 yards and the game-tying touchdown in regulation and the 
Panthers (1-0, 1-0 SIAC) scored on back-up QB Mark Wright's 
10-yard pass to Moe Lightburn in the second overtime to knock off 
Fort Valley State (0-1, 0-1). Wright took over from struggling starter 
Justin Greene in the third quarter and finished 11-of-18 for 99 yards 
and 2 TDs. He engineered a nine-play, 78-yard drive that culminated 
in Thompson's 1-yard TD run with 2:08 left that tied the score in 
regulation.

 Virginia State RB Antwain Lyde ran 34 times for 145 yards 
and two scores (1, 4) and QB Leonard Robinson was nearly perfect 
completing 13 of 15 passes for 234 yards including a 24-yard scoring 
strike to J. Norcombe as the Trojans (1-0, 0-0 CIAA E) dominated 
Livingstone (0-1, 0-0 CIAA W).

 Miles QB Carlton Hill amassed 300 yards of total offense, rush-
ing for 120 yards on 20 carries and scoring 3 TDs (31, 38, 5) while 
passing for 180 yards (11-of-26) and two scores (55, 28)  to lead the 
Bears (1-0, 1-0 SIAC) to a comeback victory.
